Problems with irrational use of exhaustible natural resources, barbaric methods of doing business, aimed not at meeting the needs of consumers and
product quality, but only at obtaining mercantile benefits, using energy-intensive technologies and other social problems of business determine the revi-
sion of the entire system and ensuring its well-being. Thus, the emergence of a green economy has become necessary for society, because this type of
economy combines all spheres of life and interferes not only in economic activities or management processes, but also in the processes of relationships
and mentality. The article examines the definition of green economy, establishes the factors, concepts and views on its formation. It is determined that the
green economy is a unique way of doing business, which is responsible to society for the growth of its welfare, through the rational use of the opportunities
of the outside world. Its peculiarity is that it cannot exist autonomously and is closely interconnected with the environmental, circular, ecological, feminist, and
social and bio economies. They are complementary and inseparable, as each of them performs special functions for the civilized development of society.
It is established that the green economy develops under the influence of certain principles, the observance of which will ensure the development of society
at the economic, moral, social and environmental levels. Understanding the need to adhere to the principles of the green economy as an axiom will directly
affect the economic activity of each individual enterprise and the state as a whole. The assessment of the development of the green economy combines
indicators that should take into account assessments of the rational use of natural resources, the scale of emissions of industrial toxins into the environment
and the number of enterprises whose economic activities are related to environmental development goals. The key principles which need to be followed in
the direction development of green economy are established and the effect from their introduction in economic activity of the enterprise is defined.
